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ISOLATOR MID VOLUME

Volume to boost / cut and adjust the MID frequency.Decreases the MID volume by turning
to the left and increases by turning to right. The maximum BOOST LEVEL can be selected
from +6dB and +10dB with the BOOST LEVEL select switch (13) located on the rear
panel.Cuts off vocal and melody sounds and emphasizes the rhythm.

ISOLATOR HI VOLUME

Volume to boost / cut and adjust the HI frequency.Decreases the HI volume by turning to
the left and increases by turning to right. The maximum BOOST LEVEL can be selected
from +6dB and +10dB with the BOOST LEVEL select switch (13) located on the rear

panel. 12 O'clock on the knob is the flat position. Emphasizes high hat sounds and gives the
rhythm an accent.

FREQUENCY SELECT SWITCH
Selects the frequency separation point between HI and MID, MID and LOW.

BYPASS-EFFECT FADER(BYPASS-EFFECT switch fader)

This fader switches the play sound from the bypass sound(original sound)to the effect
sound(the sound adjusted with the isolator).

Plays the original sound when set to the top, plays the effect sound when set to the
bottom. The original sound and effect sound will be mixed when it is set between the top
and bottom points.
